For example 33.4% of 6th graders have  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

tried beer or wine, and 9.5% of the same group has tried 

hard liquor. The article goes on to make what seem to be 

very good points in regard to the parents responsibility 

in the matter. For example, "Parents play a major role in 

determining their children's alcohol pattern," and, "It is 

time for parents to stop pointing the finger of respons-

ibility at peer group and advertising pressure and social 

glamorization of alcohol as the primary cause of alcohol 

abuse by youngsters." Amen. Parents are ultimately 

responsible for the instruction of their children. "And 

you, fathers, do not provoke your children to wrath, but 

bring them up in the training and admonition of the 

Lord" (Ephesians 5:4). The thing that caught my eye 

and gave me the idea for the title of this article was the 

following  

suggestion under the heading "What Parents Can Do." 

The article says, "Experts recommend that parents teach 

their children how to use alcohol at home, in a casual, 

un-glamorized family setting, rather than forbid its use 

and thereby encourage furtive indulgence… Parents 

should make their own feelings known and show disgust 

with drunkenness and admiration for those who drink 

sensibly." 

 

My question is, who are these “experts”? Webster 

defines "expert" as, "one with the special skill or 

knowledge derived from training or experience. It is 

apparent that these so-called "experts" did not receive 

their training from the Word of God! Parents should take 

the advice of the true expert in this matter, God. Without 

doubt, the Creator of man knows more about man and 

his activities than the "experts" of this world. The Bible 

has some very good advice concerning the use of alcohol 

and all parents should teach their children that the 

consumption of alcohol for recreational purposes is 

forbidden. The article explains that most teenagers drink 

for the same reason adults do: "to help them relax and 

socialize.” What they mean is that drinking can help you 

forget your problems and it can help you to socialize by 

causing you to lose your inhibitions and get rid of that 

pesky thing called conscience. However, drinking is not 
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the means prescribed by God to help man relax and 

socialize. The Bible instructs the Christian to be "sober" 

(Rom. 12:1-3; I Thes.5:6-8; Titus 2:4, 6; I Pet.1:13). The 

word sober means to keep a clear head. The drinking of 

alcoholic beverages makes that impossible.   

The Bible sounds some very clear warnings about  

the consumption of alcohol.  

    Wine is a mocker, intoxicating drink arouses 

brawling, and whoever is led astray by it is not wise" 

(Proverbs 20:1). 

Who has woe? Who has sorrow? 

Who has contentions? Who has complaining? 

Who has wounds without cause? 

Who has redness of eyes? 

Those who linger long over wine, 

Those who go to taste mixed wine. 

Do not look on the wine when it is red, 

When it sparkles in the cup, 

When it goes down smoothly; 

At the last it bites like a serpent 

And stings like a viper. 

Your eyes will see strange things 

And your mind will utter perverse things. 

And you will be like one who lies down in the middle of 

the sea, 

Or like one who lies down on the top of a mast. 

“They struck me, but I did not become ill; 

They beat me, but I did not know it. 

When shall I awake? 

I will seek another drink.”  Proverbs 23:29-35 

“For the time already past is sufficient for you to have 

carried out the desire of the Gentiles, having pursued a 

course of sensuality, lusts, drunkenness, carousing, 

drinking parties and abominable idolatries” (1 Pet. 4:3).  

Drunkenness is condemned, but so are drinking parties!  

The Greek word here is ñpotosò and means drinking 

without reference to amount consumed.  It is the word 

that would be applied to social drinking at a banquet. 

 

The problem of teenage and adult usage of alcohol has 

come about because the proper example and instruction 

has been lacking at home. The wisdom of God is 

foolishness to the “experts.”  Don’t put your trust in the 

“experts” of this world put your trust in the living God.

ñKNOW NOW THE CERTAINTY OF THE WORDS 

OF TRUTHò 

Prov 22:2  

 

DID JESUS ENTER HELL? 

There are many who believe and teach that our Lord 

Jesus entered hell, and they sight passages such as 

Psalms 16:10, and Acts 2:27, 31. The question is does 

the Bible teach such of a thing? 

 

     The answer is NO, NO, NO!!! The verses referred to 

in the above question with the word “hell” in them reads 

as follows: Ps 16:10 For thou wilt not leave my soul in 

hell; neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see 

corruption. Acts 2:27 Because thou wilt not leave my 

soul in hell, neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to 

see corruption. And Acts 2:31 He seeing this before 

spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was 

not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption. 

 

The word translated “hell” in Psalms 16:10 is from the 

Hebrew term “Sheol”, and is defined in the Yong’s 

Analytical Concordance: “The unseen state.” It identifies 

that place into which people enter at death-it is the realm 

of the departed. The word translated “hell” in Acts 2:27, 

31 is from the Greek term “Hades”, and means the same 

as the Hebrew term “Sheol.” Robert Young defines it; 

“The unseen world.” With this definition Thayer and 

other renowned Greek scholars agree. Further proof is 

seen in the fact that Peter quoted Psalms 16:10 in Acts 

2:27 and rendered it “Hades” 

 

These terms, however, must not be confused with the 

hell of eternal punishment. The word “hell” that involves 

eternal punishments is from the Greek term “Gehenna” 

and is found in the following passages: Matt 5:22, 29, 

30; 10:28; 18:9; 23:15, 33; Mk 9:43, 45, 47; Lk 12:5; Jas 

3:6. Among the Jews the word “Gehenna” immediately 

suggested the very ultimate in horror and suffering. They 

were well acquainted with a literal place called 

“Gehenna or “Valley of Hinnom”, which was “a deep 

narrow glen to the south of Jerusalem, where, after the 

introduction of the worship of the fire-gods by Ahaz, the 

idolatrous Jews offered their children to Moloch (2 

Chron 28:3, 33:6; Jer 7:31; 19:2-6). In consequence of 

these abominations the valley was polluted by Josiah (2 

Kings 23:10); subsequently to which it became  the 

common lay-stall of the city, where the dead bodies of 

criminals, and the carcasses of animals, and every other 

kind of filth was cast, and, according to late and 

somewhat questionable authorities, the combustible 

portion consumed with fire. From the depth and 

narrowness of the gorge, and perhaps, its ever-burning 

fires, as well as from its being the receptacle of all sorts 

of purifying matter, and all that defiled the holy city, it 

became in later times the image of the place of the 

everlasting punishment, “Where their worm dieth not 

and the fire is not quenched” (McClintock and Strong 

Cyclopedia, Vol 3, p.  264). More next week-Fred
